SUBJECT: 2016 Hardest Hit Blight Elimination Program

Genesee County Metropolitan Planning Commission (GCMPC), in partnership

with the Genesee County Land Bank Authority (GCLBA), submitted a grant
application for 2016 Hardest Hit Blight Elimination Program funds. The Michigan
Homeowner Assistance Non Profit H ousing Corporation (MHA) , working in
conjunction with the Michigan State Housing Development Authority (MSHDA) :
solicited proposals in support of targeted residential demolition activity within
local units of government across the State.

GCMPC staff sent o ut a call for projects to all local units of government, outside

the City of Flint, to submit information on residential properties in need of
demolition. Properties must be owned by, or able to be transferred to, the GCLBA.
Projects were received from the  City of Burton, Flint Township, Genesee Township,
Grand Blanc Township, Montrose Township and Mt. Morris Township.

The application to MSHDA includes 102 properties with a request for $1,616,700
The amount requested accounts  for all demo related costs including inspections,
environmental surveys, abatement, removal of structure and foundation, fill,
topsoil, grading and seeding. It also includes, as allowed by the grant, funding for

five years maintenance on the properties an d a $500 per property management
fee.

If awarded, the grant will be managed by the GCLBA , who has extensive
experience in administering demolition funding.

Grant awards are expected to be announced in September.

Michigan Transportation Planning Association (MTPA) Conference and Best

Transportation staff attended the 2016 MTPA Conference in Kalamazoo July 12t
through July 15, The conference included sessions regarding the new federal
transportation legislation performance measure requirements, fransit, land use,
non-motorized planning, and a state legislative update to name a few. Staff
participated as a panel member for one of the general sessions representing larger
MPQOs. GCMPC received an MPO Best Practice award from the MTPA for our
website  based Story Map of combined community development and
transportation projects.

Rideshare Program
During the month of July staff promoted the Rideshare Program by providing

referrals to MTA, V-Ride, and Enterprise Holdings. In addition, staff attended the
quarterly Veteran Community Action Team (VCAT) meeting at Mott College’s
Technology Center. The purpose of the meeting was to assist veterans in receiving
support in the areas of employment, tfransportation, and educational services. Also
during the month of July, staff provided Rideshare brochures to the County’s
Human Resources Department in order to inform and encourage new employees
to consider car and van pooling.

Solid Waste Program
Staff is pleased to announce the next two Household Hazardous Waste Recycle

Day Events are scheduled for August 20th and October 2204,

Staff is currently collaborating with the Crim Fitness Foundation in order to provide
recycling education at the Crim Festival of Races on August 25t and 26™.

Walmart has donated $200,000 for school recycling education programs for the
City of Flint. Additionally, the Association of Plastic Recyclers (APR) is donating
funds (final amount to be determined) to support water bottle recycling and
education on the available curbside programs. APR has invited GCMPC staff to sit
on a funding advisory council to assist in the implementation of this funding.

Staff continues to collect used water filter cartridges from the distribution sites
throughout the City of Flint. To date, staff as collected over 1,400 filters which have
been safely recycled.

Community Development Block Grant Program (CDBG)

During July, staff finalized the Environmental Review process for the draft 2016
Action Plan projects. All documents have been submitted and are now awaiting
HUD approval.

Project highlights for July include Senior Center Improvements in Forest Township
and a Tree Removal Project in the City of Montrose.

HOME Investment Partnerships Program (HOME)

Construction for Habitat for Humanity's 2015 funded project is underway at five of
the six sites. Issues arose with the site that was intended for the house being
constructed by Career Institute. Progress on the house itself is moving along,
however Habitat staff is working to find a new site for the home. Completion for the
project is still on track for March 2017.

A contract for Habitat for Humanity's 2016 project, which includes four new
construction homes, will be signed soon, although construction will not begin until
spring 2017.

Home Improvement Program

During the month of July, the HOME Home Improvement Program for seniors
completed one residential unit. The unit was assisted through a Deferred Payment
Loan. Expenditures for the month totaled $19,355.00 in HOME Program funds.

During the month of July, the CDBG Home Improvement Program completed one
residential unit. The unit was assisted through a Deferred Payment Loan.
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Expenditures for the month totaled $13,563.00 in Community Development Block
Grant funds.

Neighborhood Stabilization Program

Two properties are currently undergoing rehabilitation now and two houses are
listed for sale. One rehabilitation property will go out for bid in August. An
abatement contract will be executed for property scheduled for demolition. Staff
continues to administer the NSP funds and to work with partners to acquire, rehab,
sell and demolish homes in target areas of the County.
