CALL VOTE REQUESTED

Genesee County is currently under contract with ERG Environmental Services to provide
household hazardous waste (HHW) collection services through March 18, 2019 . Due to
the excellent level of service provided by ERG thus far, GCMPC would like to extend th e
contract. The original contract (March 18, 2016 2March 18, 2017) allows for three 1-year
extensions. Two extensions have already been granted, so this would be the third
extension under this contract for the period of March 19, 2018 - March 19, 2020

GCMPC is in the process of organizing two large-scale Recycle Day events, occurring i n
June and October, where various waste streams including HHW will be collec ted. Staff is
also working to organize  small-scale HHW collection events held on the second Tuesday

of July, August, and September. Specific details regarding the location and tim e of all

events will be finalized with ERG and potential host locations.

The attached contract amendment, along with the original contract, were submitted to

the proper departments for review. Additional insurance related items in the original
contract have been included in the amendment to the meet the recommendations of

the County Risk Assessor. This contract is funded by the Genesee County Solid Waste
Ordinance (243.4082.46450).

At this time, staff is recommending approval from the Community and Economic
Development Committee to enter into a contract extension with ERG Environmental
Services to perform HHW collection services for one additional year per the contractual
amendment with language that substantially conforms to the agreement attached.

1 - CONTRACT FOR PROFESSIONAL SERVICES

This Agreement for Professional Services (the “Agreement”) is by and between the
County of Genesee, a Michigan Municipal Corporation, whose principal place of
business is located at 1101 Beach Street, Flint, Michigan 48502 (the “County”), and
ERG Environmental Services, a corporation registered in the state of Michigan, whose
principal place of business is located at 13040 Merriman Road, Suite 200, Livonia, Ml
48450 (the “Contractor”) (the County and the Contractor together, the (“Parties”).

1. Agreement and Authority

This Agreement is entered into pursuant to RFP/IFB # 16-076 issued by the
Genesee County Purchasing Department, and execution of this Agreement is
authorized by Resolution #___ 16-83  issued by the Genesee County Board of
Commissioners.

2. Term
2.7 Initial Term

The initial term of this Agreement is effective upon approval by the
Genesee County Board of Commissioners (the “Board”) and shall be
effective for a one (1) year term (the “Initial Term”).

2.2 Extension Terms

The Board has the option to extend this Agreement for up to three (3)
additional one year terms (the “Extension Terms”).

3. Purpose

This contract is entered into for the purpose of providing materials and labor
as specified to establish and operate household hazardous waste collection
facilities at up to three (3) Genesee County locations, to be determined, on a
Saturday in the Spring of 2016 (typically held in May), a Saturday in the
Summer of 2016, and a Saturday in the Fall of 2016 (typically held in
October) (specific dates to be determined); collections to be approximately
four-hour events.

4. Scope of Work

The Contractor agrees to perform the services described on Exhibit A (the
“‘Services”).

Compensation

Unit Rate. The Contractor shall be paid according to the rates identified on
Exhibit C. The total amount paid to the Contractor shall not exceed $30,000.00
per event. The Contractor must provide to the County monthly invoices in a form
acceptable to the County, along with any necessary supporting documentation
such as time sheets. The County will pay the Contractor within sixty (60) days of
the County’s acceptance of the invoice and supporting documentation.

Taxes. The County is a Michigan Municipal Corporation. The Contractor
acknowledges that the County is exempt from Federal Excise Tax and Michigan

Sales Tax.

Contract Administrator

The contract administrator for this Agreement is Derek Bradshaw (the “Contract
Administrator”). The Contractor acknowledges that the Contract Administrator is
the primary County contact for notices and instructions related to this Agreement.
The Contractor agrees to provide a copy of all notices related to this Agreement
to the Contract Administrator.

Reporting Requirements

During the term of this Agreement, the Contractor must provide to the Contract
Administrator the reports identified and described on Exhibit B.

Inspection and Acceptance

All goods provided with the Services are received subject to inspection and
testing. If goods are defective or fail to meet the specifications, the County shall
have the right to reject the goods or to require the Contractor to correct the
defects. The Contractor shall correct the defects at no cost to the County or pay
the County for expenses incurred by the County in correcting the defects.
Rejected goods will be held for forty-five days after delivery awaiting instructions
from the Contractor. After the forty-five day period, the County will dispose of the
goods and the County shall have no further liability to the Contractor. The
Contractor is responsible for the costs of handling, packing, and transportation
incurred in returning or disposing of defective or non-conforming goods.

Warranties
The Contractor warrants that:

10.1 The Services will be performed in a good and workmanlike manner and in
accordance with generally acceptable practices in the industry.

10.2 For a period of one (1) year following completion of the Services, the
Services and any goods provided with the Services shall conform to the

representations made by the Contractor.

The Contractor will comply with all federal, state, and local laws in the
performance of the Services.

The Contractor will obtain and maintain all applicable licenses and permits
necessary to provide the Services for the entire term of this Agreement.

The Contractor agrees to indemnify and hold the County, its officials, officers,
agents, and employees harmless from any and all claims, damages, or liability,
including defense costs, arising out of the Contractor's breach of these
warranties.

11. Suspension of Work

Order to Suspend Performance

Upon written order of the Contract Administrator, the Contractor agrees to
immediately suspend performance of the Services. The Contractor shall
not be entitled to compensation for any Services performed during any
period in which the Contract Administrator has directed that the Services
be suspended.

Necessary Actions Before Suspension

If immediate suspension of the Services would cause harm, injury, or
damage to persons or property, the Contractor must immediately notify
the Contract Administrator of the nature of such harm, injury, or damage,
and obtain written authorization from the Contract Administrator to take
such necessary action as to prevent or minimize such harm, injury or
damage. Actions authorized by the Contract Administrator pursuant to
this paragraph are compensable.

If the Contractor is in breach of any provision of this Agreement, and such
breach continues for fourteen (14) days after written notice is issued to the
Contractor by the County of the breach, the County may terminate this
Agreement.

13.2 Conveyance to the County

Upon the County’s request at the termination of this Agreement for any
reason, the Contractor agrees to convey to the County all title in any
Equipment purchased for the performance of the Services with funds
supplied by the County under this Agreement.

Nondiscrimination

The Contractor covenants that it will not discriminate against an employee or
applicant of employment with respect to hire, tenure, terms, conditions, or
privileges of employment, or a matter directly or indirectly related to employment,
because of race, color, religion, national origin, age, sex, height, weight, marital
status or a disability that is unrelated to the individual's ability to perform the
duties of a particular job or position, and that it will require the same non-
discrimination assurances from any subcontractor who may be used to carry out
duties described in this contract.

Freedom of Information Act

This Agreement and all attachments, as well as all other information submitted
by the Contractor to the County, are subject to disclosure under the provisions of
MCL 15.231, et seq., known as the “Freedom of Information Act”.

Intellectual Property

Any intellectual property created by the Contractor in the performance of the
Services shall be considered a work made for hire, and any and all rights in such
intellectual property shall belong solely to the County. Upon the County’s
request, the Contractor agrees to execute any documents necessary to convey
ownership of such intellectual property to the County.

Audit Rights
17.1 Certification of Accurate Information

Contractor certifies that all information provided to the County by the
Contractor relating to the award or modification of this Agreement, or any
payment or dispute related to this Agreement, is true and correct. The
Contractor further certifies that its accounting system conforms to
generally accepted accounting principles.

17.2 Inspection

The Contractor agrees that the County may inspect the Contractor's plant,
place of business, or worksite to ensure compliance with the terms of this
Agreement. If this Agreement is funded or supported with any state or

The Contractor agrees to maintain any business records related to this
Agreement or the Contractor's performance under this Agreement for a
period of at least three (3) years after final payment.

18. Identity Theft Prevention

18.1 In the event that the Contractor will obtain identifying information during
the performance of the Services, the Contractor must take reasonable
precautions to ensure that such identifying information is protected from
unauthorized disclosure and is used only for the purpose of performing
the Services.

18.2 For the purposes of this Paragraph, “identifying information” means any
name or number that may be used, alone or in conjunction with any other
information, to identify a specific person, including but not limited to name,
address, telephone number, social security number, date of birth, driver's
license number, taxpayer identification number, or routing code.

19. Insurance Requirements and Indemnification

The Contractor agrees to obtain insurance coverage of the types and amounts
required as set forth in the Insurance Checklist attached as Exhibit C and keep
such insurance coverage in force throughout the life of this Agreement.

19.1 Insurance Certificate and Additional Insured Coverage

The Contractor further agrees to provide certificates of insurance to the
County evidencing the coverages specified in the Insurance Checklist,

Description of the Services

1. Egquipment to be Provided
a. Provision of worktables, containers, labels, enough visqueen to cover the
entire oil and antifreeze bulking area and other areas as needed, a roll off
dumpster liner, oil and antifreeze bulking drums/barrels (not bulk tanks) and
consolidation equipment, material carts for moving, sorting and packaging of
received waste materials.

b. Personal protective equipment for staff at each site to include enough

3. Preparation for Event - The successful offeror shall obtain information
necessary to develop a site-specific emergency plan for each collection site.
All proposers shall include an example of a site-specific emergency plan
with the proposal response. Unless otherwise directed, the successful
offeror shall make arrangements for the provision of material handling
equipment for each site.

4. Collection Site Operations - The successful offeror/contractor shall set up
the collection site the morning of the collection OR the day prior according to
the County’s discretion and site availability. The contractor shall conduct a
briefing prior to opening with all personnel on site, on safety practices,
emergency procedures, use of personal protective equipment, and waste
sorting criteria.. The contractor shall provide sufficient contractor personnel
to unload vehicles, set up and dismantle collection sites, stage and remove
containers, and identify, classify and lab-pack received waste materials.
(Volunteer personnel will assist in traffic direction) It is imperative that

emphasis be placed on unloading resident's vehicles in a timely and efficient
manner.

5. Disposal Facilities - Include with the proposal, a list of disposal facilities
proposed to be used for the disposal of each category of waste and the
method of disposal (fuel blending, incineration, recycling, fixation/landfill,
efc.).

6. Pricing - The contractor shall quote disposal costs on a per car basis. Cost
on a per car basis must be provided for three thresholds: 0-499 cars, 500-
1000, and 1,001+ cars. Other costs (setup, labor, transportation, etc.) shall
be quoted on an appropriate unit basis.

7. Billing — For events that occur prior to October 15, an invoice must be
provided no later than by the 15" of October.

Please note the county/city shall designate the collection sites, provide site layouts
(with feedback and cooperation from the contractor), and furnish non-technical
volunteer personnel at the collection sites for traffic direction.
