Description of Project Work

The DWRF Project Plan for City of Owosso consists of 45 water main replacements throughout the City’s
distribution system, maintenance of two (2) water storage tanks, improvements within the existing Water
Treatment Plant (WTP) and construction of a new well field.

The proposed work more specifically consists of the following:
® Loop dead-end water mains
Replace smaller size water mains to meet regulatory requirements
Replace oldet, less reliable water mains
Clean and recoat interior and exterior of water storage facilities (Walnut Street, Dowling Drive)
Equipment and electrical upgrades at the WIP (Allendale Avenue)
Construct a new well field on a development site east of Vandecarr Road

The earliest that any project component is schedule to begin is year 2020. All project work will conclude in
year 2024. The year in which construction for each project component is summarized as follows:
®  Water main replacements are scheduled to begin in year 2020 and conclude in year 2024
® Improvements to the storage and treatment facilities are scheduled to begin and conclude in year
2020

® Construction for the proposed well field is scheduled to begin in year 2020 and conclude at the end
of year 2021

This proposed project plan is prepared for submittal to the MDEQ for DWRF funding through the EPA.

The various project components and their expected construction impacts are summarized as follows:

®  Water mains are located within the road right-of-way. Placement is expected to be under existing
pavement and no trees are proposed to be removed. If trees become an issue, the water main will be
bored under the tree(s) where feasible

® Improvements to the storage and treatment facilities are expected to have minimal impacts since
construction will be contained within the existing structures

® Project work for the proposed well field, which is located on a development site east of Vandecarr
Road, includes tree clearing (between 1 to 3 acres)

Typical construction disturbances such as noise, dust, and traffic disruptions along existing roads are
expected, which will be addressed by the City, County, and State regulations as well as in the construction
contracts assoctated with the work. A positive impact as a result of this proposed project work will be
increased reliability of service to residents and customers.

The water treatment and storage tank improvements are scheduled to begin and conclude in the year 2020.
Improvements to the water treatment facilities and storage tanks are expected to have minimal impacts as construction
activities will be contained within the facilities themselves. Construction for the new well field is scheduled to begin in
the year 2020 and conclude at the end of year 2021. The project work for the well field will require tree clearing,

The table below contains the year in which construction is proposed to begin for each water main replacement. There is
a total of 45 replacements proposed for the City of Owosso’s DWRF Project Plan. All water main replacements will

conclude at the end of year 2024.

Population Data

The population data obtained from the United States Census Bureau for the City of Owosso in the year 2017
was used to determine a twenty-year (20) population projection. This information will be included in the City
of Owosso — DWRF Project Plan.

According to the United States Census Bureau (USCB), the 2017 population of the City of Owosso was
14,539. Since 2010, the population of the City of Owosso has been steadily declining (4.1%). To be
conservative, the future planning periods were completed based on the existing population (see Table 1). The
USCB also possesses population data for Shiawassee County. The population at the County level is observed
to have declined at a similar rate from 2010 to 2017 (3.1%). There is no seasonal variance in the population
within the City of Owosso as the population remains constant throughout the year.

Definition

To be eligible for bridge funds, the structure must meet the definition of a brafgeedias a
structure with a total clear span of more than 20 feet, measured along thenseote¢he
roadway over a stream, watercourse, or opening. For a span bridge, this meas thgeding
span, measured face to face at the inside of the abutments, is greater than 20nil&tumit
culvert is considered a bridge if the total length, as measured along théreenfahe roadway,
is greater than 20 feet and the distance between the culvert units is less tHandiatheter of
the smallest unit. This description is referenced in item number 112 of the Michigamr$truc
Inventory and Appraisal Coding Guide. There are many multi-unit culverts undeadyaly
jurisdiction that qualify as bridges and thus, are required to be on the structure inventory and
regularly inspected. Please check multi-unit culverts in your area to seg gjudléy under the
definition of a “bridge.”

Work Type

An application must list the specific work being applied for in the preventative maogena
and/or rehabilitation categories.

Participation Level

The preventive maintenance, structure rehabilitation and replacement, and appnsacititon
costs may be eligible for a maximum of 95 percent participation from femleébdr state funds.
The right-of-way, design engineering, and construction engineering cosistaieible for
Local Bridge Program funds.

Cost Estimates

The current Local Agency Program (LAP)—-Bridge Cost Estimate Worksheed, @®1/2019,
which indicates per unit cost estimates of various replacement, rehabilitation aeikipee
maintenance options (Exhibit 4). This information will be helpful in determining estimate
construction costs for different types of repairs. All estimates for projects tmbeucted in
2022 should incorporate an annual inflationary factor of three percent (3%). If the strsicture i
over a railroad, include the railroad’s flagging and construction fees.

The data found on the Structure Inventory and Appraisal (SI&A) form is used in mdrey of t
formula rating point calculations and is one item looked at by your Region BrageiCwhen
considering discretionary rating points. It is very important that this data lemtand correct
before submitting the application; incorrect data may significantcathe rating points. When
completing an application, the data stated in the supporting documents must match the data
found in the SI&A form.



Site Review for Bridge Applications

MDOT bridge personnel will review submitted applications for completeness and detdrenine t
preliminary (computer generated) rating points. The LAP bridge staff wilrpesite visits,

verify appropriate scopes of work, and create @nittite reports. The applications, preliminary
rating points, and the site visit reports will tHenforwarded to the respective Region Bridge
Council for their review and the addition of theaitetionary rating points.

Project Estimate vs. Application Estimate

The Local Bridge Advisory Board has set a policy for projects coming inapy@ication
estimate. If, at the grade inspection stage, the project estimate exceegudita¢i@n estimate,
the Region Bridge Council may review the project. The council can decide to tppbject
at the increased estimate, cap the project at a percentage above the appditeiabe, @r
request an application for additional funds be submitted in the next call for projects. Due
diligence must be taken in getting the most reasonable application estimates.

funding, a master plan showing the path or sidewalk must be provided for them to be considered
participating in the Local Bridge Program.

The approach costs should be estimated using a minimum of $35,000 per station, with a
minimum approach cost of $150,000. The estimate needs to account for public utilities such as
water mains and sewers, which will need to be altered during construction. f Asostructure

is within a substandard horizontal or vertical alignment, the estimate must accamy for

possible increase in approach distance.

Replacement projects need to meet current American Association of State Highway and
Transportation Officials (AASHTO) guidelines and the Load Factor Resistaesign criteria.

Rehabilitation

Rehabilitation is defined as major work required to restore the structural tytefogi bridge, as

well as work necessary to correct major safety defects. These projeeguared to meet

AASHTO guidelines. If a rehabilitation project is over water, a scour asalyiibe required

during the design phase and the existing foundations will need to be shown to be stable under a
scour event. A structure that is not found to be stable during a scour event may not lgktallowe
proceed to contract. If making the structure stable results in a change in soapebé

necessary to re-apply during a future call for applications.



Estimated repair costs for bridge rehabilitation projects will vary by the type &f vilmclude
publicly owned utility relocation costs.

Preventive Maintenance

Preventative Maintenance applications can be a single bridge or multiple budgatted for
similar preventive maintenance work into one application. This can include multiplgesyen
working together to submit one application.

review a multiple structure application as one package and will not rate each structure
independently. Preventive Maintenance activities are eligible under the Libgd Brogram.

On December 26, 2018, the Governor signed Public Act 473 of 2018, establishing the
Community Infrastructure Fund (CIF). The new law amends the act that established the
Transportation Economic Development Fund (TEDF) to include the CIF as a new category

Eligible project type: Reconstruction, replacement, rehabilitation or capital
preventative maintenance of city or village streets.

Maximum grant: The maximum annual grant is $250,000.

Minimum match: 50/50 3 the requested grant amount must be matched at least
equally by the requesting agency.

Geographic distribution will be used as one of the criteria for grant sele ction, and
eligible agencies may apply for a grant in consecutive fiscal years.

Grant applications for roadwork associated with other infrastructure projects,

such as water and sewer projects, will be given additional consideration duri ng
review. However, the costs associated with the other infrastructure work are not
eligible for Category B funding.

Applications for projects that are multi-jurisdictional in nature, even if the other
jurisdiction is not using, nor is eligible for Category B funding, will be given extra
consideration during review.

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f Applications for projects on roadways that are not eligible for funding through
the Federal Highway Administration or TEDF Category D, will be given additiona I
consideration.

f Finally, for this round, additional consideration will be given to applications for
projects that can be completed by the end of the 2019 construction season. If a
grant is awarded on that basis and not started by a date allowing for
completion during 2019, the grant may be rescinded.

In order to allow for grant recipients to better plan for projects associated with a grant,
applications are now being accepted for FY 2019 and FY 2020. Any grant approved for

FY 2020 funding will be awarded contingent on continued appropriations by the

legislature. Only one application will be accepted per agency, but you may inc lude
up to five separate roadways on the application. The total request may not exceed
$250,000.

Applications must be received by Friday, April 5, 2019 to be considered for funding.
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
