Genesee County has received their expected Program Year 2020 allocations for all
Community Development Programs. The total award is $2,838,607.44 and includes
$1,843,072.44 for Community Development Block Grant, $834,928 for the HOME
Investment Partnerships Program and $160,607 for Emergency Solutions Grant.

Staff has completed the 2020-2024 Consolidated Plan and the 2020 Genesee County
Action Plan for the three programs. Contained within the Plan is a descript ion of the
needs within Genesee County and goals to address those needs, along with all
proposed activities for 2020 Community Development Block Grant (CDBG), HOME
Investment Partnerships Program (HOME), and Emergency Solutions Grant (ESG) funds.

A list of proposed projects is attached. A 30-day comment period ended March 31,

2020. Three public input sessions were held to receive comments on the proj ectsand a
public hearing was also held on March 11 ™. Please note that some of the CDBG
projects within the 2020 Action Plan will be funded using available 2015/2016/2017
CDBG funds.

WHEREAS, the County has applied for and received funds from the U.S. Department of
Housing and Urban Development ("HUD"), under Title Il of the Cranston-Gonzalez National
Affordable Housing Act of 1990, as amended (the "Act"), and hereby offers financial assistance
to eligible homebuyers to acquire affordable homes in accordance with the requirements of
Section 24, Code of Federal Regulations (CFR), under Home Investment Partnerships (HOME)
Program, as set forth in Parts 91 and 92; and

WHEREAS, the purpose of the County HOME Program is to assist very low, low and
moderate income families achieve homeownership; and

Genesee County is selling homes that they have acquired by various means and are now looking to
sell these properties with the intent of revitalizing and strengthening the community.

As outlined in past agreements between Genesee County and Metro Community Development,
Genesee County is the client and investor providing funding for the mortgage loans and is the seller
of the properties. Metro Community Development has been acting in the capacity of Contractor by
providing lending and servicing services for the mortgage loans.

Objectives
x Provide mortgage lending services under the Home Investment Partnership (HOME) Program

Scope

for single-family properties. Mortgage loans will be available to individuals and households
whose income does not exceed 80% of Area Medium Income.

Metro Community Development will originate, process, underwrite, close and service
mortgage loans for properties that Genesee County is selling. Genesee County is to act as
the investor and funder for these loans.

As loans are repaid, Metro Community Development will aggregate the payments and create
a loan-loss reserve fund. The Loan-loss reserve fund will be used to attract banks and
financial institutions to invest in a low to moderate income loan fund at a ratio of 10 investment
dollars to 1 fund dollars for the purchase of homes in Genesee County.

Genesee County is currently under contract with Resource Recycling Systems, Inc . to

provide solid waste consulting services for the period of September 1, 2019 through May
1, 2020. The primary work tasks that RRS is conducting to review and enhance solid
waste collection and diversion methods in Genesee County include the following:

An evaluation of Genesee Co XQW\:-V FXUUHQW ZDVWH PDQDJHPHQW R
determine methods for enhancing waste collection and diversion, including
shared services and cost savings opportunities

Exploring the feasibility of establishing a Materials Recovery Facility (MRF) in
Genesee County, including where a MRF should be located and how it would
be funded (privately, public-private partnership, or publicly)

Exploring the feasibility of establishing a permanent recycling center in Genese e
County where items such as household hazardous waste and/or household
recyclables (paper, plastic, cardboard, metal, etc.) could be collected

Due to RRS experiencing challenges in initial data gathering which resulted in delays of
scheduling the first stakeholder training session for the project, as well as issues related
to the COVID-19 outbreak, GCMPC would like to extend the contract. The original
contract allows for three 1-year extensions, however, RRS is only requesti ng a 6-month
extension to November 1, 2020 to complete the project.

The attached contract amendment, along with the original contract, were submitted
to the document review committee. The contract is funded by the Genesee County
Solid Waste Ordinance (243.4082.46205).

At this time, staff is recommending approval from the Community and Economic
Development Committee to enter into a contract extension with Resource Recycling
Systems, Inc. to perform solid waste consulting services for 6 additional mon ths per the
contractual amendment with language that substantially conforms to the agreement
attached and for Board Chairperson Martin Cousineau to sign the contract extension.

The Solid Waste Program is also requesting the attached budget adjustment in order to
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align with the budget in Resolution #2019-532. The line item adjustments will not exc
overall revenue.
