Opportunity Zones are designated census 1rac:t::s gene.-ally comprised of economically distressed 
communities that qualify for the Opportunity Zone Program. Created by the Tax Cut and Jobs Act {2017), 
the program is designed to spur economic development and job creation in rural and low-income urban 
communities by using tax incentives to encourage private investment in an impact fund, known as a 
Qualified Opportunity Fund (QOF}. 

A OOF is an investment vehicle that is set up as either a partnership or corporation for investing in eligible 
property located in a qualified Opportunity Zone. Taxpayers who invest in a QOF are eligible to benefit 
from a reduction in their tax liability on realized capital gains in one of several ways:

Genesee County has entered into a contract with Davison Township for Program Year 

2018 Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) funds to be utilized for infrastructure 
improvements. The current contract states that funds will be provided to widen and 

repave East Court Street from approximately 7360 E. Court Street to the Burton City 
limits. The project will start on Court Street approximately 1,650 feet west of Irish Road 
and extend to the Burton City limits approximately 3,650 feet to the west. The Project will 

begin in mid-August. The Township is requesting that the time of performance be 
amended to extend the contract an additional 30 days, for a new expiration date of 
October 31, 2019.  

 
The contract amendment is attached for your review. The current contract amount of 

$231,088.75, the scope of work, and all other aspects of the current contract will remain 
unchanged. 
 

At this time, staff is requesting approval to have Commissioner Ted Henry sign a 
contract amendment for the PY 2018 Davison Township CDBG contract to extend the

I. SCOPE OF SERVICE 
 

A. Activities

Davison Township – Infrastructure Improvements 
Davison Township shall provide funding for the repaving of East Court Street from 

approximately 7360 E. Court Street to the Burton City limits. The project will start on Court 

Street approximately 1,650 feet west of Irish Road, and extend to the Burton City limits 

approximately 3,650 feet to the west. 
 

This activity will be funded with $137,231 of 2018 Genesee County CDBG funds, $29,912 of 

Richfield Township’s 2018 Genesee County CDBG funds, and $45,945.75 of Davison 

Township’s 2017 CDBG funds, for a total of $213,088.75. 
 

II.  TIME OF PERFORMANCE  
 

Services of the Subrecipient shall start on the 1st day of October, 2018 and end on 31st day of 
October, 2019.  The term of this Agreement and the provisions herein shall be extended to 

cover any additional time period during which the Subrecipient remains in control of CDBG 

funds or other CDBG assets, including program income.

I. SCOPE OF SERVICE 

A. Activities 

The following activities are eligible under the 2018 Community Development Block Grant 
program: 

Davison Township - Infrastructure Improvements 
Davison Township shall provide funding for the widening and repaving of East Court Street 
from approximately 7360 E. Court Street to the Burton City limits. 

This activity will be funded with $137,231 of 2018 Genesee County CDBG funds and 
$29,912 of Richfield Township's 2018 Genesee County CDBG funds for a total of $167,143.

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B. National Objectives 

All activities funded with CDBG funds must meet one of the CDBG Program's National 
Objectives: benefit low- and moderate-income persons; aid in the preven tion or 
elimination of slums or blight ; or meet community development needs having a particular 
urgency, as defined in 24 CFR 570.208. 

The Subrecipient certifies that the activity(ies) carried out under this Agreement wi ll 
benefit low- and moderate-income persons. 

II. TIME OF PERFORMANCE 

Services of the Subrecipient shall start on the 1st day of October, 2018 and end on 30th 
day of September, 2019. The term of this Agreement and the provisions herein shall be 
extended to cover any addit ional time period during which the Subrecipient remains in 
control of CDBG funds or other CDBG assets, including program income. 

Ill. PAYMENT 

It is expressly agreed and understood that the total amount to be paid by the Grantee 
under this Agreement shall not exceed $167,143. Grantee will disburse Projec t funds for 
the payment of eligible expenses and reimbursement payments shall be made for 
eligible contract activities and in accordance with performance. 

Payments may be cont ingent upon cert ification of the Subrecipient's financia l 
management system in accordance with the standards specified in 24 CFR 85.20. 

IV. AMENDMENTS 

The Grantee or Subrecipient may amend this Agreement at any time pro vided that such 
amendments make specific reference to this Agreement, and are exec uted in writing , 
signed by a duly authorized representati ve of each organization, and approved by the 
Grantee 's governing body. Such amendments shall not invalidate this Agreement , nor 
relieve or release the Grantee or Subrecipient from its obligations under this Agreeme nt. 

The Grantee may, in its discretion, amend this Agreement to conform with Federal, state 
or local governmental guidelines, policies and available funding amounts , or for other 
reasons. If such amendments result in a change in the funding , the scope of services , or 
schedule of the acti vities to be undertaken as part of this Agreement, such modifications 
will be incorporated only by written amendment signed by both Grantee and 
Subrecipient. 

The Grantee or Subrecipient may amend the funding amount of this Agreement at any 
time 60 days prior to end of contract. Such requests for amendments shall make specific 
reference to this Agreement and must include reference to any other agreemen t that 
funds shall be transferred to or from . An amendment based on a transfer of funds from 
the Subrecipient must be evidenced by a signed Resolution made by the Subrecipients 
governing body . Any request made by the Subrecipient to the County , for a transfer of 
funds shall be subject to approval by Resolution of the Genesee County Board of 
Commissioners. 

V. NOTICES 

Notices required by the Grantee under this Agreement shall be in writing and delivered 
via mail (postage prepaid) , commercial cour ier, or personal delivery or sent by facsimile 
or other electronic means.

GENERAL CONDITIONS 

General Compliance 

The Subrecipient agrees to comp ly with the requirements of Title 24 of the Code of 
Federal Regulations, Part 570 (the U.S. Housing and Urban Development regu lations 
concerning Community Development Block Grants (CDBG)) incl uding subpart K of these 
regulations, except that ( 1) the Subrecipient does not assume the recipien t' s

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environmental responsibilities described in 24 CFR 570.604 and (2) the Subrecipient does 
not assume the recipient's responsibility for initiating the review process under the 
provisions of 24 CFR Part 52. The Subrecipient agrees to affirmative ly further fair housing 
as required under Title I of the Housing and Commun ity Development Act of 197 4, as 
amended. The Subrecipient agrees to comply with all other applicable fede ral, state 
and local laws, regulations, and policies governing the funds provided under this 
contract. The Subrecipient also agrees to utilize funds available under this Agreement to 
supplement rather than supplant funds otherwise available. The Subrec ipien t furthe r 
agrees that a sign recognizing the funding organ ization and the Grantee may be placed 
at the jobsite during the project construction period. Any printed materials related to this 
project shall include the Genesee County logo . 

B. Independent Contractor 

Nothing contained in this Agreement is intended to, or shall be construed in any manner , 
as creating or establishing the relationship of employer/emp loyee between the parties. 
The Subrecipient shall at all times remain an "independent contractor" with respec t to 
the services to be performed under this Agreement. 

C. Hold Harmless 

The Subrecipient shall hold harmless, defend and indemnify the Grantee from any and 
all claims, actions, suits, charges and judgmen ts whatsoever that arise out of the 
Subrecipient's performance or nonperformance of the services or subject matter called 
for in this Agreement. 

D. Workers' Compensation 

The Subrecipient shall provide Workers' Compensation Insurance coverage for all of its 
employees involved in the performance of this Agreement. 

E. Insurance & Bonding 

The Subrecipient shall carry sufficient insurance coverage to protect contract assets from 
loss due to theft , fraud and/or undue physical damage , and as a minimum shall purchase 
a blanket fidelity bond covering all employees in an amount equal to cas h advances 
from the Grantee. 

The Subrecipient shall comply with the bonding and insurance requirements of 2 CFR Part 
200.325 and 200.447, Bonding and Insurance. 

F. Grantee Recognition 

The Subrecipient shall insure recognition of the role of the Grantee in providing services 
through this Agreement. All activities, facilities and items uti lized pursuan t to this 
Agreement shall be prominently labeled as to funding source. In addition, the 
Subrecipient will include a reference to the support provided herein in a ll publicat ions 
made possible with funds made ava ilable under this Agreement. 

G. Suspension or Termination 

In accordance with 2 CFR Part 200.471, the Grantee may suspend or terminate this 
Agreement if the Subrecipient materially fails to comply with any terms of this Agreemen t, 
which include (but are not limited to) the following: 

1. Failure to comply with any of the rules, regulations or provisions referred to 
herein, or such statutes, regulations, executive orders, and HUD guidel ines, 
policies or directives as may become applicable at any time; 

2. Failure, for any reason , of the Subrecipient to fulfill in a time ly and proper 
manner its obligations under this Agreement ; 

3. Ineffective or improper use of funds prov ided under this Agreement; or 

4. Submission by the Subrecipient to the Gran tee reports that are incorrect or 
incomplete in any material respect.

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In accordance with 2 CFR Part 200 Uniform Administrate Requirements, this Agreement 
may also be terminated for convenience by either the Grantee or the Subrecipient, in 
whole or in part, by setting forth the reasons for such termination, the effective date, and, 
in the case of partial termination, the portion to be terminated. However, if in the case of 
a partial termination, the Grantee determines that the remaining portion of the award 
will not accomplish the purpose for which the award was made, the Grantee may 
terminate the award in its entirety.
