In response to  closing two 
collection events early this year, staff has made change s to future events including 
requiring  appoin tments for attendees and worki ng closer with local police to assist with 
traffic control.  As of yesterday, all 500 appointments  for the July 19 th Recycle Day event 
are booked. A tire recycling event was held on Saturday, June 11 th in partnership with 
the City of Flint and Environmental  Rubber Recycling (ERR)  with  2,323 tires collected from 
220 vehicles . Staff is in the process of organizing a second tire recycling event to be held 
in the fall.  Discussion ensued.

Transportation Update  
Staff continued to monitor 2020 -2023 Transportation Improvement Program (TIP) projects and 
began an amendment for an MDOT project that will be processe d in August.  We are still 
waiting to hear the status of the FY 2023-2026 Transportation Improvement Program (TIP) and 
Unified Work Program (UWP) that  have both been submitted to the M ichigan Department of 
Transportation (MDOT) and Federal Highway Administration (FHWA) f or review and approval.  
We expect that both  documents will be approved and in place prior to October 1st, the 
beginning of the 2023 fiscal year. Staff will begin to prepare agreements related to the UWP 
to make sure everything is in place for the new fiscal year.   
 
2022 Michigan Transportation Planning Association (MTPA) Annual Conference  
GCMP C h osted  the 20 22 Michigan Transportation Planning Association (MTPA) Annual 
Conference in the City of Flint from July 26 th through July 29 th.  The conference was held at 
the University of Michigan - Flint Riverfront Banquet Center , the Hilton Garden Inn , and Factory 
One .  The awards banquet for the conference was held the evening of Thursday, July 28 th at 
Sloan Museum.  Staff will provide a summary of the conference at the GCMPC meeting.

SUBJECT: Environmental Program Update – July 2022 Status Report  
 
 
Solid Waste Program  
Genesee County’s third  Recycle Day of was held at Carman -Ainsworth Middle School on 
Tuesday, July 19th. In total, 583 vehicles dropped -off household hazardous waste and 
electronics during the event  with most residents coming from Flint, Grand Blanc , and 
Flushing. While this event was advertised as appointment only, residents wh o came on 
the day of the event were still able to participate but were remi nded that they will need 
an appointment for the n ext event. The appointment system was able to alleviate the 
traffic congestion seen at the May and June events. As always , staff is evaluating the 
event and making adjustments for the August event. Waste quantities collected have 
not yet been received  fo r July; however, 94,944 pounds of waste was collected  from 593 
vehicles  (an average of 160  lbs. per vehicle) at the June event  with paint and electronics 
continuing to be the biggest waste streams collected . The next  and final  Recycle Day 
event is scheduled for Tuesday , August 23 rd from 2:00 p.m. to 6 p.m. at Carman -Ainsworth 
Middle School  and appointment s will be required . 
 
Staff is working with the City of Flint and Environmental  Rubber Recycling (ERR ) to hold a 
second tire collection event to utilize the rest of the gr ant funding awarded to GCMPC 
by the Michigan Department of Environment, Great Lakes, and Energ y (EGLE). Staff 
anticipates that this event will be scheduled for a Saturday in August f rom 9 :00 a.m. to 
1:00 p.m. at ERR’s location, 6515 Dort Hwy, Flint, MI 48505.  
 
Staff is in the process of collecting FY 2022 3rd quarter  reports from waste haulers, landfills, 
and transfer stations operating in Genesee County. These reports are re quired to be  filled 
out per the Genesee County Solid Waste Ordinance  and are due at the end of July . 
Currently, staff has received $24,529.95 in fees from these reports. Staff has  begun to 
collect FY 2023 waste hauler permit applications from haulers, which  is also required per  
the Ordinance. So far, $400 in fees has been collected .

Community Development Block Grant Program (CDBG)  
The  2021 Consolidated Annual Performance Evaluation Report, or CAPER , is an annual 
reporting of accomplishments made using Community Development f unding. The CAPER 
was available for public comment from July 11, 2022 through July 27, 2022 on the GCMPC 
website and a  public hearing was  be held on Wednesday, July 25, 2022 .  The CAPER was 
submitted to HUD at the end of July.   
 
In June, an ESG -CV Call for Projects was held to accept applications from agenci es that serve 
people experiencing homelessness. ESG -CV funding is provided through the CARES Act, 
meaning all projects must help the community prepare for, prevent,  or respond to COVID -19. 
Eligible projects included operational expenses for emergency shelters  and other homeless 
assistance agencies, shelter renovations, and homelessness prevention activ ities. A total of 7 
applications for funding were received, and the requested funding exceeded the a mount 
available ($548,569).  Six projects are being recommended to the Board of Commissioners for 
approval in August.  
 
HOME Investment Partnerships Program (HOME)  
Staff has been  in the field monitoring all HOME assisted rental units prev iously funded with 
HOME Investment Partnership s program funds. Monitoring comprised  on -site inspections at 15 
locations which included file review and inspections of the rental  units. Staff will b e sending 
follow -up  letters in August after final review of all documentation.  
 
Home Improvement Program  
During Ju ly, bids for an Urgent Repair Program septic replacement  and a Home Improvement 
Program project were released . Both projects will be underway soon. Staff is in the process of 
complet ing  work specifications for a second septic project and a well replacement . To date, 
10 Urgent Repair Program projects have been completed ; 7 roof replacements, 1 well, 1 
municipal water hookup, and 1 furnace. Four homeowner referrals were submitted to the 
Consumers Energy Helping Neighbors Program to receive new furnaces and/ or hot water 
heaters.  
 
Neighborhood Stabilization Pro gram /Neighborhood Purchase/Rehab/Resale  
Staff is continuing to search for additional properties to acquire for reh ab/resale .

Atlas Township and the City of Swartz Creek are nearing completio n on trail projects that 
will link to other trail systems in the area, addressing the outdoor recreation component of 
the grant. Genesee Township and Forest Township have recently pur chased and installed 
health and safety equipment with their funding.
