The landfill in Montrose Township has raised their tipping costs, whi ch has 
decreased the amount of trash going into the landfill. The resulting decrease in ordinanc e 
fees may affect the quantity and scale of future Recycle Day Events.

Jason Nordberg stated that today is the last day of the public comment period for the 
2020-2023 TIP, with a public hearing being held at 5:30 p.m. Any comments received will  
be incorporated into the document before local approval is requested at the July 17th  
Me tropolitan Alliance meeting. The TIP will then be submitted to the state and federal  
government for final approval. The Roundabout Study RFP has been released and a pre-
bid meeting will be held on July 9 th. Proposals are due on July 30 th. The Long Range 
Transportation Plan (LRTP) call for projects was released and applications are due on Jul y 
31st. Staff received the final report regarding the federal transportation certification 
review, which included two commendations and eight recommendations. GCMPC was 
commended for its exemplary regional partnership with the MTA and the use of 
advanced on -line tools for public involvement. The 8 recommendations are items that 
staff was working on prior to the federal review, with 6 items already implemented.

SUBJECT: Congestion Mitigation Air Quality (CMAQ) Funding Award (Rideshare) 
 
 
A copy of the FY 20 20 Rideshare contract between the Genesee County Metropolitan 
Planning Commission and the Michigan Department of Transportation (MDOT) has been 
provided with this memo.  Staff has reviewed the contract and found only minor changes 
from the FY 2019 contract . The contract has not yet been reviewed by Corporation 
Counsel. 
 
The Rideshare program will utilize $112,271 in funding from the Congestion Mitigation Air 
Quality (CMAQ) Grant to administer the Rideshare Program in Genesee and Lapeer 
Counties.  This includes staff time and the purchase of promotional items and promotional 
services to promote carpooling and vanpooling in Genesee and Lapeer Counties. 
 
Staff is seeking a recommendation of approval from the Genesee County Metropolitan 
Planning Commission to the Genesee County Board of Commissioners to enter into the 
FY 2020 Rideshare contract contingent on approval of the finalized contract language 
by Corporation Counsel.

Transportation Update 
The 2020-2023 Transportation Improvement Program (TIP) document was locally 
approved at the July 17 th Genesee County Metropolitan Alliance committee 
meeting and has been submitted to the Michigan Department of Transportation 
(MDOT) to begin state and federal approval.  It is estimated that the TIP will receive 
final federal approval in September and will be in place prior to the start of F Y 2020 
(October 1, 2019). 
 
Staff attended the 2019 Michigan Transportation Planning Association (MTPA) 
conference in Lansing, MI July 23 rd through July 26 th.  Staff attended many sessions 
related to transportation planning including non-motorized, transit, performance 
measures, autonomous vehicles, public engagement, engaging people with 
disabilities, and asset management planning to name a few.  Jacob Maurer of  staff 
presented in a session regarding non-motorized counts.  GCMPC received an MPO 
Best Practices award for our Public Outreach and Public Participation efforts.

Solid Waste Program 
Total quantities of waste collected at the Saturday, June 8 th Recycle Day event at Fenton 
High School have been received. At this location, over 145,000 pounds of household 
hazardous waste and electronics was collected from 1,362 vehicles.  
 
The first weekday Recycle Day event of the year was held Tuesday, July 9 th from 2:00 p.m . 
to  6:00 p.m. at Mott Community College. The event had record-breaking attendance, 
with a total of 485 vehicles dropping off over 62,000 pounds of household hazardous 
waste and electronics. Although more residents came to the event than normal, wait 
times were approximately 10 to  15 minutes and many positive comments were received. 
The next Recycle Day event will be held Tuesday, August 13, 2019 from 2:00 p.m. �² 6:00 
p.m. at Mott Community College. 
 
Staff presented to residents at Swayze Court Apartments and Oak Street Senior 
Apartments in the City of Flint which are managed by Communities First. During these 
interactive presentations, staff discussed the importance of reducing, reusing, and  
recycling. Attendees also played an engaging and fun game called Stash the Trash to 
help residents better understand how certain items should be disposed. 
 
Staff prepared contract extensions with ePaint Recycling and Genesee County Habitat 
for Humanity regarding the Latex Paint Recycling program. Since program inception i n 
July 2015, Genesee County residents have recycled nearly 30,000 gallons of latex paint. 
To date, it has cost approximately $37,000 (approximately $9,250 per year) to administer 
this program. The contract extensions are pending approval from the Genesee County 
Board of Commissioners.  
 
Following GCMPC approval of Resource Recycling Systems (RRS) being selected to 
conduct the Genesee County Solid Waste Evaluation, the Purchasing Department 
began negotiating a refined budget with RRS. RRS was able to provide an updated 



budget under $175,000 as requested by GCMPC. Staff is now seeking final approval from 
the Board of Commissioners for RRS to perform the evaluation.  
 
Staff is collecting 3 rd Quarter Waste Hauler, Transfer Station, and Landfill Reports from 
companies operating in Genesee County as required by the Genesee County Solid 
Waste Ordinance. Most companies have submitted their completed reports; how ever, 
staff will continue to reach out to those companies that have not . To date, $87,482.61 in 
fees have been collected for the 3 rd Quarter.   
 
Staff conducted a recycling participation survey for each local unit of government within  
Genesee County. This study primarily identifies the percent age  of households

recycling participation rate in Genesee County is just above 50 percent. Staff completed 
a detailed report that explains overall curbside recycling trends as well as each 
municipalities recycling participation rate.

Community Development Block Grant Program (CDBG) 
Staff is finalizing Property Management visits with all CDBG particpants. Any property th at 
is purchased using HUD funding must be tagged and logged, and inspected regularly.  
 
Staff continues to work with local units of government to implement 2018 CDBG projects.  
 
Timeliness letters have been sent to all sub-recipients that have 2018 CDBG contracts 
expiring on September 30, 2019. The letters inform ed  them of their original contract amount 
and the current remaining balance to spend prior to contract expiration. 
 
HOME Investment Partnerships Program (HOME) 
HUD completed monitoring of the HOME program during July. Staff introduced the HUD 
representative to Habitat for Humanity staff and drove by several Habitat projects that 
were funded with Genesee County HOME funds. Staff anticipat es receiving the  monitoring 
results from HUD in August. 
 
Habitat for Humanity continued to make progress on the construction of two new singl e-
family homes, one in Flint Township, and another in the Village of Gaines . Habitat is also 
preparing to begin two additional homes on Rene Drive and Denise Drive in th e Clio area. 
 
Home Improvement Program 
The CDBG Home Improvement Program completed two units in July. These units were 
assisted through a Deferred Payment Loan.  Expenditures for the month totaled $23,480 in 
CDBG funds. 
 
 



Neighborhood Stabilization Program 
Staff continues to administer the NSP funds and to work with partners to acquire, r ehab, or 
sell homes in target areas of the County.  One property is currently for sale in Mt. Morris 
Township and staff is working with Metro Community Development and the realtor to get 
the property sold. A purchase agreement has been received along with income 
documentation for the potential buyer.

GLS Region V 
 
Regional Prosperity 
Staff continues to work with Plante Moran to develop the Opportunity Zones Toolkit and 
educational materials for our local municipalities. Staff, �D�O�R�Q�J���Z�L�W�K���W�K�H���5�H�J�L�R�Q�·�V���H�F�R�Q�R�P�L�F��
development partnership, participated in a check-in meeting during the month of J uly to

Approximately 50% of the $10,000 Talent Tour budget for 2019 was awarded to schools 
during the month of July. The primary request was for transportation cost support for 
students attending the MI Career Quest East at the Dort Federal Event Center this October. 
 
Staff received 9 applications totaling $18,000 in funding requests for the Education Grant 
program. Applications are currently being reviewed and scored with award 
announcements expected in early August.

Rivers are complete. The Flint River and Black River mapping is underway. The Lake Huron 
coastline from Port Crescent State Park to Harbor Beach will be completed in August .
