Il. PAST GCMPC ACTION
GCMPC previously reviewed and  did not approve the Vienna Charter Township
Master Plan in 2003. The previous plan was not approved due to the lack of
advertising regarding a public hearing and subsequent lack of said hearing.

Il STAFF ANALYSIS
The Vienna Charter Township Master Plan is a thorough document that meets all
planning requirements. The document includes all relevant maps, ch arts, and
goals in a way that is easy to follow. Additionally, it is a simple task to locate
specific chapters or diagrams within the report. The pla nincludes useful data and
discussions on energy uses, land uses, infrastructure, reg ional concerns, and more.

The development of this plan is rooted in public participa tion. The Township’s
public engagement process included an open house, stakehol der interviews, a nd
a community survey. 96 respondents were asked a variety of questions in this
community survey relating to their levels of support regarding vari ous community

goals. The responses gathered during this survey were used to guid e the
implementation of the M aster Plan. In addition, the Master Plan open house
gauged the priority of topics picked by the Planning Commission and the 18 new
responses were added to the Master Plan.

The Master Plan includes framework for atwenty  -year implementation plan which

will assist the Township in carrying out new land use, zoning, and environmental
goals. A Future Land Use Map offers a visual of the next tw enty years, provided
that the new zoning ordinances are effective. A “Goals, Obj ectives, and

Strategies” section is offe red that sets clear goals and strategies to achieve those
goals. The five subcategories in this section include, Recre ation and Environment,
Residential, Commercial, Industrial, and Thoroughfares, al ong with some general
community goals. Additionally, afi  ve-year strategic plan is also present to outline
four other future projects.

GCMPC and the relevant municipalities were properly notified by Vi enna Charter
Township of their intention to update the Master Plan. The To wnship also provided
GCMPC a short li st of all other planning commissions and legislativ e bodies in
which the plan had been submitted to for further review. Upo n completion of the
Draft Plan, sufficient time was provided for review and comment by GCMPC staff.
The public hearing for the Master  Plan is scheduled for September 27, 2021, at 5:30
p.m. at the Vienna Township Hall.

IV. STAFF RECOMMENDATION

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Il. PAST GCMPC ACTION
GCMPC previously reviewed andendorsed the Grand Blanc Township Master Plan
in 2013.

Il STAFE ANALYSIS
The Grand Blanc Township Master Plan is a comprehensive document that is laid
outin a scrutable and striking manner by provid ing the reader with a wide variety
of content thatincludes pictures, graphs, and tables related to different aspects
of Grand Blanc Township. The document provides relevant data and information
regarding the Township, which allows for great insight into the community

The master planning process for Grand Blanc Township included a rob ust
community eng agement program that consisted of a community survey as well

as targeted student engagement that included topics like land use, natural
features, services, facilities, assets, housing, focus areas, and corridors . The student
engagement included a separate survey, which garnered a total of 111
responses, as well as five engagement sessions in Grand Blanc High School
government classes with students between the ages of 16 and 18. The com munity
survey garnered a total of 747 responses, using two electronic co llectors on an
online platfor m. The findings of this community engagement program revealed
several community features which are particularly desirable to residents and are
properly the subject of development review. The community engagement results
played a significant role in developing the vision for the fu ture of Grand Blanc
Township.

The Master Plan is broken down into 10 sections, includ  ing: Demographics, Existing
Land Use, Natural Features, Services & Assets, Housing & Neighborhoods, Centers,
Circulation & Corridors , and Implementation . These sections extensively covered

the Township’s history, the people, land use, natural facili ties, public infrastructure,
transportation , and ways to implement the community’s vision fo r the future. The
Master Plan also includes a corridor review that looked at the zonin g plan for the
Township. The purpose of a zoning plan  was to document where the zoning
ordinance needs to be changed to implement the master plan. In particular, the
corridor review noted that most of the recommended zoning changes in the
Township’s suite of corridor plans had been incorporated into th e ordinance in the

form of general standards applying to all development.

Upon completion of the Draft Plan , GCMPC and others were given sufficient time
to review and comment by Grand Blanc Township . The public hearing for the
Master Plan is expected to take place on a regularly scheduled Planning
Commission meeting will take place in September or October.

SUBJECT:  Congestion Mitigation Air Quality (CMAQ) Funding Award (Rideshare)

The Michigan Department of Transportation (MDOT) has obligated the FY 20 22 Rideshare
funding, however, MDOT has not provided staff with a contract for the program. The
funding is available starting October 1, 202 1, and a signed contract is required to begin
work on the program. There have been only minor changes to the contr act in the past
several years primarily to adjust for changes to rules and regulatio ns. Staff does not
anticipate any major changes with the FY 202 2 contract. Once we receive the contract,

staff will email a copy to the Commission, and it will be r eviewed by C orporation Counsel.

The Rideshare program will utilize $ 50,000 in funding from the Congestion Mitigation Air
Quality (CMAQ) Grant to administer the Rideshare Program in Genesee and Lapeer
Counties. This includes staff time and the purchase of promotional items and services to
promote carpooling and vanpooling in Genesee and Lapeer Counties.

Staff is seeking a recommendation of approval from the Genesee County Metropolitan
Planning Commission to the Genesee County Board of Commissioners to ente rinto the
FY 202 Rideshare contract contingent on approval of the finalized contra ct language

by staff and Corporation Counsel.

APPENDIX A
PROHIBITION OF DISCRIMINATION IN STATE CONTRACTS

be regarded as a material breach of this contract. Further, in accordance with Public Act
220 of 1976 (Persons with Disabilities Civil Rights Act), as amended by Public Act 478
of 1980, the contractor shall not discriminate against any employee or applicant for
employment with respect to hire, tenure, terms, conditions, or privileges of employment
or a matter directly or indirectly related to employment because of a disability that is
unrelated to the individual’s ability to perform the duties of a particular job or position. A
breach of the above covenants will be regarded as a material breach of this contract.

The contractor hereby agrees that any and all subcontracts to this contract, whereby a
portion of the work set forth in this contract is to be performed, shall contain a covenant
the same as hereinabove set forth in Section 1 of this Appendix.

The contractor will take affirmative action to ensure that applicants for employment and
employees are treated without regard to their race, color, religion, national origin, age,
sex, height, weight, marital status, or any disability that is unrelated to the individual’s
ability to perform the duties of a particular job or position. Such action shall include, but
not be limited to, the following: employment; treatment; upgrading; demotion or transfer;
recruitment; advertising; layoff or termination: rates of pay or other forms of
compensation; and selection for training, including apprenticeship.

The contractor shall, in all solicitations or advertisements for employees placed by or on
behalf of the contractor, state that all qualified applicants will receive consideration for
employment without regard to race, color, religion, national origin, age, sex, height,
weight, marital status, or disability that is unrelated to the individual’s ability to perform
the duties of a particular job or position.

The contractor or its collective bargaining representative shall send to each labor union or
representative of workers with which the contractor has a collective bargaining
agreement or other contract or understanding a notice advising such labor union or
workers’ representative of the contractor’s commitments under this Appendix.

The contractor shall comply with all relevant published rules, regulations, directives, and
orders of the Michigan Civil Rights Commission that may be in effect prior to the taking
of bids for any individual state project.



The contractor shall furnish and file compliance reports within such time and upon such
forms as provided by the Michigan Civil Rights Commission: said forms may also elicit
information as to the practices, policies, program, and employment statistics of each
subcontractor, as well as the contractor itself, and said contractor shall permit access to
the contractor’s books, records, and accounts by the Michigan Civil Rights Commission
and/or its agent for the purposes of investigation to ascertain compliance under this
contract and relevant rules, regulations, and orders of the Michigan Civil Rights
Commission.

In the event that the Michigan Civil Rights Commission finds, after a hearing held
pursuant to its rules, that a contractor has not complied with the contractual obligations
under this contract, the Michigan Civil Rights Commission may, as a part of its order
based upon such findings, certify said findings to the State Administrative Board of the
State of Michigan, which State Administrative Board may order the cancellation of the
contract found to have been violated and/or declare the contractor ineligible for future
contracts with the state and its political and civil subdivisions, departments. and officers.
including the governing boards of institutions of higher education, until the contractor
complies with said order of the Michigan Civil Rights Commission. Notice of said
declaration of future ineligibility may be given to any or all of the persons with whom the
contractor is declared ineligible to contract as a contracting party in future contracts. In
any case before the Michigan Civil Rights Commission in which cancellation of an
existing contract is a possibility, the contracting agency shall be notified of such possible
remedy and shall be given the option by the Michigan Civil Rights Commission to
participate in such proceedings.

APPENDIX B
TITLE VI ASSURANCE

During the performance of this contract, the contractor, for itself, its assignees, and its successors
in interest (hereinafter referred to as the “contractor”), agrees as follows:

Compliance with Regulations: For all federally assisted programs, the contractor shall
comply with the nondiscrimination regulations set forth in 49 CFR Part 21, as may be
amended from time to time (hereinafter referred to as the Regulations).

The contractor shall not participate either directly or indirectly
in the discrimination prohibited by Section 21.5 of the Regulations, including
employment practices, when the contractor covers a program set forth in Appendix B of
the Regulations.

Solicitation for Subcontracts, Including Procurements of Materials and Equipment:
All solicitations made by the contractor, either by competitive bidding or by negotiation
for subcontract work, including procurement of materials or leases of equipment. must
include a notification to each potential subcontractor or supplier of the contractor’s
obligations under the contract and the Regulations relative to nondiscrimination on the
grounds of race, color, or national origin.

Information and Reports: The contractor shall provide all information and reports
required by the Regulations or directives issued pursuant thereto and shall permit access
to its books. records. accounts, other sources of information, and facilities as may be
determined to be pertinent by the Department or the United States Department of
Transportation (USDOT) in order to ascertain compliance with such Regulations or
directives. If required information concerning the contractor is in the exclusive
possession of another who fails or refuses to furnish the required information, the
contractor shall certify to the Department or the USDOT, as appropriate, and shall set
forth the efforts that it made to obtain the information.

Sanctions for Noncompliance: In the event of the contractor’s noncompliance with the
nondiscrimination provisions of this contract, the Department shall impose such contract
sanctions as it or the USDOT may determine to be appropriate, including, but not limited
to. the following:

Every year the Genesee County Metropolitan Planning Commission (GCM PC) passes
through Federal Transit Administration (FTA) transit p  lanning funds to the Mass Transportation
Authority (MTA) for transit planning activities related to the imple mentation of the Genesee
County Unified Work Program (UWP). MDOT requires a formal agreeme nt between GCMPC
and the MTA in order for the MTA to be r eimbursed for work completed. An agreement
between GCMPC and the MTA for $256,966 in federal funds is attached . This agreement
has been reviewed by Corporation Counsel and the only updates from the previous
agreement are funding and date changes.

At thi s time, staff is requesting that the Genesee County Metropol itan Planning Commission
provide a recommendation of approval of the Agreement to the Genesee County Board
of Commissioners, and to recommend approval for the Genesee County Board of
Commissioners Chairperson Mark Young to sign the Agreement .

Transportation Update

Staff began working with local road and transit agencies via the T ransportation Systems
Management (TSM) subcommittee to begin development of the 2023 -2026 Transportation
Improvement Program (TIP) Call for Projects. Over $41 million will be awarded for
transportation projects through the call for projects. There wer e several TSM meetings in
August discussing the policies and procedures, applicat ions, and application scoring for
the call. Once there is an agreement on these items , they will be broughttot he Technical
Advisory Committee (TAC) and the Genesee County Metropolitan Allian ce (GCMA) for
final approval.

The $41 million estimate for the call was provided by the Michigan Department of
Transportation (MDOT) and is based on the current transpor tatio n legislation. A new
transportation legislation is working its way through th e U.S. Congress; however, we are
unable to tell how this will impact the funding available t o our area until final approval

Solid Waste Program

The final Recycle Day of the year was held on Tuesday, August 24t from 2PM — 6PM at
Mott Community College in Flint. ~ Thousands of pounds of household hazardous waste
and electronics were collected from 404 vehicles. Wait times during the event were
minimal and many positive comments were received from attende es. Staff is now in the
process of planning for the 2022 Recyc le Day events.

Staff is in the process of collecting FY 2022 Waste Hauler P ermit Applications. To operate

in Genesee County, waste haulers are required by the Genesee County Sol id Waste
Ordinance to have permits for each of the vehicles picking -up and/or dropping -off
waste throughout the  County. Waste haulers should submit the application with a I
necessary information and payments by the end of September to receive the permits. A
permit for each vehicle costs $20 for the entire fiscal year.

Staff is in the process of collecting 3 ™ quarter reports from waste haulers, landfills, and
transfer stations who operate in Genesee County. These repor ts are required to be filled
out per the Genesee County Solid Waste Ordinance. All but one of th e 31 Quarter
Reports have been collected. Staff will continue to reach out to Advan ced Disposal for
their completed 3 r quarter report.

Staff is working in partnership with the Michigan Departm ent of Environment, Great Lakes,
and Energy (EGLE) on their Recycli ng Raccoon educational marketing campaign. This
campaign aims to educate the public about the proper ways to recy cle. Staff reviewed
and provided feedback to EGLE on a webpage and digital advertisements t hat will be
targeted at Genesee County residents. These free marketing materials wi Il go live starting
September 1, 2021. Over time, additional marketing  materials will be developed to further
educate county residents about proper recycling techniques.

Community Development Block Grant Program (CDBG)

In August, grant agreements with HUD were signed and funds for the 2021 Program Year
were received . Staff is scheduling meetings with local units of government and other
subrecipients to sign contracts for PY 2021.

Staff has received approval from HUD f  or the Program Year 2020 Consolidated Annual
Performance Evaluation Report (CAPER) . The CAPERprovides details of expenditures  and
accomplishments for projects funded through Community Development programs.

During August, staff proposed an Amendment to t he 2020-2024 Consolidated Plan in
order to reallocate CDBG funds received through the CARES Act (CDBG -CV). This
amendment went through a public comment period in August and appro val will be
requested by the Board of Commissioners in September.

In August, an application  was released for CDBG -CV funding for Public Services that help
prepare for, prevent, or respond to COVID -19. Staff reviewed and scored applications
and recommended funding for 7 agencies. All projects will benefit low/moderate -
incom e residents in Genesee County through activities in cluding job training, basic needs
distribution, technology upgrades for facilities , and other public services. Staff will request
approval from the Board of Commissioners for these projects in Septe mber.

HOME Investment Partnerships Program (HOME)

During August , Habitat for Humanity continued to work on completing the construct ion
of a new affordable home project on Rene Drive in Vienna Township. H abitat is also set
to start construction on another afforda ble home project located on East Maple St reet
in the City of Montrose.

Home Improvement Program

During August, the Home Improvement Program completed one rehabilitation project

that utilized $2 3,017 in CDBG funds and two rehabilit ation projects for seniors totaling
$41,430 in HOME Program funds.

Genesee and Lapeer County Hazard Mitigation Plan

Staff has finalized a draft of the Genesee and Lapeer County Hazar d Mitigation Plan
updates. The Genesee County plan was approved by committee on June 10th and sent
to the Michigan State Police (MSP) for review and approval. S taff has completed changes
to the Genesee County plan based on feedback received form the MSP. These changes
have been resubmitted to the MSP and staff are now waiting for follow -up comments. The
Lapeer County plan was approved by committee on July 14th and sent to the MSP for
review and approval. Staff are still waiting for feedback fr om the MSP on the Lapeer
County plan. Upon approval from the MSP, the plans will be subm itted to the Federal
Emergency Management Agency (FEMA) for review and approval. Once the plans are
approved by the MSP and FEMA, staff will then request each local unit of government,
including county boards within each county, to local ly adopt their respective plan. Local
adoption is required for local governments to be eligible for fundi ng through FEMA.

Lapeer County Parks and Recreation Plan Update

Staff continued working on the draft update to the Lapeer County Parks and Plan. Key
data related to current park amenities continued to be gathered and up dated. A parks
survey for Lapeer Co unty residents was finalized in August with survey feedback being
collected during September.
