A. Draft Non-Motorized Technical Report

Report. The Non-Motorized Technical Report has been developed to provide a
framework for creating an interconnected system of trail ways throughout
Genesee County. Staff is requesting that the committee review the draft

B. FY 2014-2017 Improvement Program (TIP) Amendment #5

Sharon Gregory stated that the FY 2014-2017 TIP Amendment adds seven
projects to the TIP. This amendment contains five (5) General Program Accounts
(GPAs). This amendment meets the financial constraints of the TIP and will have
no disproportionately high or adverse impacts to any of the identified
Environmental Justice populations in Genesee County. Discussion ensued. Staff
is recommending endorsement of the FY 2014-2017 TIP Amendment #5 to the
Gnesee County Metropolitan Alliance.

Damon Fortney stated that every ten years after the census, urban area
boundary adjustments are completed. Local officials are asked to review and
update the National Functional Classification (NFC) of all public roads in
Michigan. MDOT will be holding workshops. After the census Urban Area
Boundary adjustments are completed, a statewide NFC review takes place.
Discussion ensued.

Discussion was held on the Conflict of Interest issue regarding on road projects.

Pam Boyd from MDOT introduced Jim Koening. Jim will be helping out with
different projects until Brandon Wilcox’s position can be filled.

Attendees discussed the Region 6 Regional Prosperity Initiative and the projects
submitted for this area.

Discussion ensued regarding Atlas Township and the Energy Transfer Rover
Pipeline (ET Rover pipeline). Attendees indicated that there have been issues
with ET Rover’s transparency in the community. Atlas Township is trying to initiate
a town hall meeting to bring in reps from the pipeline to answer the residents’
guestions.

VI. ANNOUNCEMENTS
Andrea Dewey stated that the Transportation Secretary has announced a
new initiative for bicycles that works with road diets. Michigan wil be an
example nationwide.

Chris Gehringer stated that there is a meeting scheduled on October 7t at
Genesee township with ET Rover pipeline at 8:00 a.m.
